REQUESTED ACTION:

That the Board of Education authorize the submission to the State of California of
a positive certification that the District will be able fo meet its financial obligations
for the current fiscal year and subsequent two fiscal years and a positive
certification that the County Office will be able to meet its financial obligations for
the current fiscal year and subsequent two fiscal years.

BACKGROUND:

District and County Superintendents are required to submit two interim reports
each year to the Governing Board indicating the financial and budgetary status of
the District and the County Office of Education. Based on this information, one of
three certifications needs to be made to the State of California on whether or not
the District will be able to meset its financial obligations for the balance of the
year. The possible cerifications are: (1) a positive certification which states that
the District or County Office will be able to meet its financial obligations; (2) a
qualified certification which states that the District or County Office may or may
nhot be able to meet its financial obligations; (3) a negative certification which
states that the District or County Office will not be able to meet its obligations.

Based on the Second Interim fiscal report and cash balance projections, it is
projected that the District and the County Office of Education will be able to meet
their financial obligations for the current fiscal year. Based on the willingness of
the District and County Office to reduce expenditures to align with available
funds, a positive certification is also projected for the subsequent two fiscal

years.

SUBJECT: AUTHORIZATION TO ENTER INTO A COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT WITH
THE JAMBOREE FOR ARTS & MUSIC

REQUESTED ACTION:

That the Board of Education of the San Francisco Unified School District authorizes the Superintendent
and his designee to enter into a Cooperative Agreement with Nuvana regarding the Jamboree for Arts &
Music (“JAM”). This Cooperative Agreement will stay in full force and effect from March 8§, 2011
through June 30, 201 1.

BACKGROUND:

JAM, the Jamboree for Arts & Music, is a mission-based, socially-networked, learning game that fosters a
passion for the arts by connecting youth with cultural institutions, artists and creative activities. Players
will create artwork in the visual arts, drama, writing, dance, music and design. JAM uses cutting edge
technologies-the Web, mobile devices, user-generated media, social networks that appeals to students,
involving them in art challenges that connect them to the real world, sometimes in bricks and mortar
cultural institutions, guiding them to create tangible, aesthetic transformation. JAM hopes to generate a
new wave of youthful participation at museums, performance halls, theaters and galleries. In the first
beta, JAM will work with 4 high schools in San Francisco and 5 high schools in New York City, allowing
approximately 500-1000 students to compete in this 4 to 6 weeks long, trans-continental, arts contest
beginning in March 2011. Each school needs the involvement of at least 4 teachers with at least one
being an arts instructor. JAM will work closely with these teachers to devise missions, moderate the
deeds of their students, scaffold learning and make use of the platform as easy as possible through digital
archiving, in-site private communication channels, rubrics and automatic online features. Students wili be
online playing an arts-focused game in a secure environment with password-only access. Students may
be out in the community completing ‘missions’ and working on activities related to the game (afterschool
on their own and/or possibly on field trips with teaching staff). Parent permission slips are required for
all student participants. Criminal background checks and TB tests are required of all Nuvana staff who
will have contact with students in person or online. In short, teachers and students will be participating in
the newest iteration of digital media learning that will show the rest of the country what effective,
sustainable, arts education looks like in an era of several budget cutbacks. SFUSDs commitment to Arts
Education through its Arts Education Master Plan led to Nuvana choosing SFUSD for the JAM pilot.
JAM will gulminate with a public exhibition of student art and performance in the Spring in each city.

BACKGROUND:

SFUSD is hosting the Industry Fair 2011 for all academy juniors as part of the Student
Workforce Education Experience Program (SWEEP). We are expecting upwards of 600
students and 800 business people for informational interviewing. The event will be held at
Moscone Center in San Francisco. There is a lease agreement — the cost is $0 and its value is
approximately $29,000. The fair will be held on March 19, 2011. The lease requires SFUSD to
indemnify the Moscone Center if liability arises from the facilities use.

Moscone Center is donating the use of the facility, food and beverages. Moscone Center
requires SFUSD to sign an agreement that includes a dual indemnification clause, and proof of
liability insurance. There is no cost to the District.

The Carol M. White Physical Education Program provided a grant to SFUSD to initiate,
expand, and enhance physical education and nutrition programming at select ExCEL
elementary and high school after-school programs. The primary goal of this funding is to
ensure selected school sites are increasing their moderate to vigorous physical activity to
at least 30 minutes each day. The proposed partnership with BACR would provide
support of a PEP coordinator, Amy Adkins has served in this capactity for 2 years, and is
responsible for overseeing program implementation and grant compliance. Her
compensation is in the amount of $65,000 ( plus $14,300 for benefits). In addition,
school sites are required to indentify a site level staff to serve as the physical activity
coordinator, to increase capacity and sustainability of the practices. There will be at least
15 site-based physical activity coordinators across identified elementary and high
afterschool programs, totalling $15,000. These site-based coordiantors also receive
technical assistance and training from Amy Adkins as well as continued support from
ExCEL District Coordinators. In this role, the site-based corrdinators are proposed to
receive a $1000.00 stipend for the school year. To receive these funds, site based
coordinators perform activities that are monitored by ExCEL District Coordinators, Site
Coordinators of identified afterschool programs identify equipment needs, and financial
support needed for family health nights (a minimum of 1 per academic year). A
proposed amount of $6,000 is reserved to support programs in meeting this requirement.
