Improvement Grant {SIG) related to expanded learning opportunities for students, the office of
the Superintendent's Zone-Mission District seeks the approval of the SFUSD Schoel Board to
confract with Jamestown Community Center for a Summer Learning Academy at Chavez
Elementary School.
The Summer Learning Academy will serve 180 students that will be entering grades 1-5 in Fall
2011. The program runs for 6 weeks from 9:30am-5:30pm. The morning session serves 120
students: 60 students performing at Below Basic or Far Below Basic on their CSTs who will
participate In academic intervention classes; and 60 youth who rotate through academic,
enrichment and recreation classes. The afternoon session serves 180 students with a combination
of project-based learning, integrated literacy activities, arts-based learning, field trips and
enrichment classes. The program includes a nutritious hot lunch prepared on site.
The Summer Learning Academy builds upon Jamestown’s existing summer program (serves
100-120 students), which includes funding from ExCEL and DCYF. This contract specifically
covers the cost of expanding that program to serve the 60 targeted students (in the moming and
afternoon). The contract includes funding for an Assistant Coordinator, 3 new enrichment classes
in the afternoon {to accommodate the additional 60 kids), additional lunch staff, additional
facilities costs for the new classes, and associated material/supply costs. (Note: the additional
targeted academic classes in the morning will be taught by SFUSD teachers and are not part of
this contract.)
